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Indiana’s older adult’s population has grown 8.2% along with its total population growth at 9.7% between 1990 and 2000. The growth of older adult’s population growth at 5 ~ 10% seem to be general in Midwest states, except Pennsylvania’s decrease. 
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Population Projection:
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The portion of the older adult’s population in Indiana is expected to increase in age distribution of total population. The highly concentrated population of 35 ~ 45 year old groups is expected to bring increase in senior population within next 20 years.

AGE DISTRIBUTION:
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Indiana’s population distribution is very close to the national trend. The median age in the Indiana Region is 35.2, whereas the median age in the United States is 35.3.

· 12.49% of the Indiana’s population is age 65 or older. Of those over the age of 65, 1.4% are 85+
· 3.46 of total population is Hispanic.  0.97% of older adults are Hispanic.
· White - 87.49%, African American - 8.39%, Asian - 0.97%, and Native American – 0.26%. The remaining 1.64% includes: Pacific Islander and others.
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HOUSING
While the vast majority of older adults are homeowners, about 21% of older adults are renters. The rate of homeownership varies by county. 
· Many older adults have aged in place: 37.2% of the 65+ population have lived in their current residence since 1970.

· Older adults are living in older homes, increasing the need for home modification and repair:
33.54% of the population age 65 and over live in homes built before 1950.
· About 18.5% of residents over age 65 pay more than 35% of their income for housing. The problem is particularly acute for renters.
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WHERE OLDER ADULTS LIVE

The chart demonstrates that the landscape of aging in Indiana is variable. Some areas are much “older” than others. Areas where there is a high concentration of older adults (usually specified as 25-40% are called “naturally occurring retirement communities”, or NORCs.

The income distribution of the Indiana’s 65+ population reflects the income distribution of older adults in the United States very well, peaking at the poverty level. 
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POVERTY:
7.2% of residents in Indiana over age 65 are living below poverty and 8.0% of those over age 75 are living below poverty.
