Q/ Michael Walton: Is the grant only for planning? If not, what kinds of funding are anticipated for implementation? 
A/ Megan Coler and Sherry Siewert (IHCDA): Implementation grants will be subject to available funds. The implementation round will be competitive and not all three grantee communities are guaranteed funding. Funding that is available can be used for those activities within the range of categories normally funded by IHCDA (e.g., affordable housing, home modification). Stafford: We will be seeking funding from other sources to complement funds that may be made available through IHCDA, for such things as transportation, supportive services, etc. 
Q/Sheri Phillips: For the NNORC's, are the boundaries limited to NNORC boundaries?
A/Stafford: No they are not. We suggest that some effort go into defining boundaries that “make sense” from the standpoint of planning and implementation. The proposal might want to expand an area to make it large enough to provide a critical mass of older adults and people with disabilities to provide some economy of scale in delivering supportive services, supporting a community center, nutrition program, health services, etc. Certain boundaries might lend themselves naturally to the assessment process, i.e. be census blocks or tracts, where population data is easily retrieved and benchmarking easier. Others may wish to go with municipal or neighborhood association boundaries for obvious reasons. Finally, having a community that is not arbitrarily defined, but has some felt meaning for the residents also makes sense. 
Q/ Sheri Phillips: Is it correct we will be utilizing the current Advantage Initiative data for this letter of intent and will be participating in an updated Advantage survey during the planning process and the cost is $6,000?
A/ Stafford: Yes, you should budget $6,000 for the AdvantAge survey. We will provide technical assistance in the development of the survey process for your community. 
Q/: Union City: Will assisted living be an eligible funding category for implementation proposals?
A/Coler (after checking): Yes, assisted living is a permissible funding category. 
A/Stafford: Make sure you conceptualize assisted living within the spirit of this Community for a Lifetime framework – don’t plan a project outside of town, but creatively imagine how assisted living can be done in the very heart of the community, where residents can continue to contribute.
